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The NTCAA community meeting on Fire Prevention on Monday, June 9, covered prevention and defensible 
space, presented by Fire Chief Duane Whitelaw, North Tahoe Fire Protection District, and Forest Fuels Program 
Manager Stew McMorrow. Mr. Coe Swobe of the TRPA Governing Board offered his comments on the role of 
the TRPA in fire prevention. The pamphlet “Living with Fire, A Guide for the Homeowner” was distributed. If 
you missed this important meeting and would like a copy of this vital pamphlet, call Chief Whitelaw at 583-6913 
or Manager McMorrow at 546-2212.  
 
Two days later on June 11, John Singlaub, Executive Director of the TRPA, attended a Shorezone Public Work-
shop to answer questions on the Preferred Alternative; five new piers per year and only multi-use private piers 
allowed in impacted scenic areas, and buoy number capped until Blue Boating Program is operational. See below 
for additional information. 
 
NTCAA will hold its 2nd Annual Picnic on July 20th at the North Tahoe Regional Park in Tahoe Vista. All mem-
bers are invited and their guests. Details will be emailed next week. We will have a covered picnic area with many 
activities available at the park. Save the date! 
 
Your NTCAA president has been requested to submit a monthly article to Moonshine Ink on North Tahoe devel-
opment projects, titled “North Tahoe Development Periscope”.

Lake Tahoe Issues 
 
The Tahoe Basin community has been unable to agree on regulations affecting 
the construction of piers, buoys and other Shorezone-related issues for the last 
20 years. Some members of the public believe there should be no more piers or 
buoys allowed. Others feel strongly that all lakefront property owners are en-
titled to both. This discussion has now reached the following Preferred Alterna-
tive. Go to the TRPA website for a full description. 
 

• Piers – A total buildout out 128 new private piers, at a maximum of 
five per year, and a total of ten public piers with no rate approval. This 
would result in 896 total piers. Private piers are not allowed in areas 
where parcels are served or eligible to be served by a homeowner’s as-
sociation pier. The maximum length of private multiple use piers is 300 feet (provided it serves at least 
three parcels).  There will be a charge of $100,000 per new private pier, and $20/square foot for pier ex-
pansions. 

 

• Buoys – Initially, the number of buoys is capped at the existing 4454: all existing TRPA buoy permits 
shall be recognized; buoys permitted by another jurisdiction can be recognized if within TRPA location 
criteria. Upon implementation of the Blue Boating Program, permits will be issued to a maximum of 6316 
buoys. Buoy application fee of $500 for the first and $1000 for the second. Annual fee of $175 for private 
buoys and $100 for public buoys will be charged. 
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• Blue Boating Program – TRPA will inventory all boats going into the Lake, looking at numbers, star rat-
ing, need for tuning, amount of horsepower, etc. This sticker program will be mitigation for pollutants 
from motorized water craft. 
 

• Boat Wash – Establishment of full exotic aquatic invasive species elimination program through visual in-
spection and boat washing. 
 

• Other – The number of boat ramps can be increased from 37 to 43. Boat slips may increase by 309 to a to-
tal of 2929. 

 

TRPA Community Enhancement Program 
 

Two more projects have now submitted their applications to the TRPA under this pro-
gram, Ferrari Family Resort and Pastore-Ryan, both in Kings Beach. The applications 
are only available at the TRPA offices. (See Newsletter Vol. 1 Issue 5 for award reser-
vation details.) According the developer’s application, “The Ferrari Family Resort is a 
complex and comprehensive proposal that will transform the Western gateway of Kings 
Beach from a collection of time worn underperforming and environmentally damaging 
motels, cabins, parking areas, and retail spaces into a vibrant community and tourist 
serving transit oriented mixed-use activity center. This proposal provides 44 new hous-
ing opportunities for full-time residents, new work force housing in collaboration with 
DOMUS Development, a new Leed certified resort, more than 30,000 square feet of 
enhanced and new retail opportunities, extensive environmental improvements, signifi-
cant consolidated parking, an enhanced transit center, and important public views and 
access to the lake.” 
 
The Pastore-Ryan office/residential complex application states “A proposed mixed use 

eco-office park will offer residents and visitors numerous facilities including a demonstration site/resource center 
for sustainable design.” 
 
Only one CEP project on North Tahoe, the Kings Beach Resorts, has yet to file an application. This is the redeve-
lopment of the shoreline properties between the North Tahoe Conference Center and the Ferrari Family Resort. 
 

Kings Beach        
 
The Kings Beach Commercial Core Improvement Project Community Plan Amendment to recognize State Route 
28 as a three-lane facility is under review. Placer County Staff has presented this to both the TRPA Advisory 
Planning Commission on June 11 and the Placer County Planning Commission on June 18. In both meetings the 
respective commissions approved the recommended plan. The next meeting on this roadway plan will be the 
TRPA Governing Board on June 25 at the Chateau in Incline Village at 9:30 am. Attend and present your opinion. 

 
Tahoe Vista 
 
The Sandy Beach Fractional Ownership Development will have a public hearing by the Placer County Parcel Re-
view Committee at the Placer County Planning Commission Hearing Room, 3091 County Center Drive, Auburn, 
on June 25th, 2008 at 9:30 am. Approval is sought by the developers for a minor land division to divide an exist-
ing 6.9-acre parcel into three parcels consisting of 4.74, 0.082 and 0.069 acres each. The project site is zoned 
PAS- 022, Tahoe Vista Commercial Residential. The Assessor Parcel Number is 117-071-029 (Sandy Beach 
Campground). 
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Interested persons should attend the hearing or submit their written comments prior to the hearing. All letters, 
written materials, studies or reports, in excess of one (1) page should be delivered to the above address at least 24 
hours or one (1) business working day prior to the beginning of the meeting. Since this is a direct conflict with the 
important TRPA Governing Board meeting, residents are encouraged to contact the Placer County Planning 
Commission for a change in schedule and venue to North Tahoe. 
 

Tahoe City 
 
The EIR/EIS for the Transit Center (64 acres on Forest Service 
land requiring a special use permit) was approved in 2005 over 
the objection of a large number of Tahoe City residents. A le-
gal action was initiated to stop the development but failed. An 
appeal was filed and is still in review. Placer County is moving 
forward and expects to obtain contract approval on June 24, 
2008, and begin construction in 2009. There will be parking 
for 130 vehicles and six bus stations. An enclosed area of 1200 
ft2 will be provided for a bus waiting room, expected to hold 
40 persons. County planners say it will be an eco-friendly de-
sign using pervious concrete and sustainable technologies. 
They are moving the project ahead before resolution of the appeal action.

Homewood Community 

The NTCAA Board of Directors and JMA Ventures President Art Chapman and Vice President Dave Tirman met 
for the purpose of discussing the NTCAA alternative proposal for the development of Homewood Mountain 
Resort (HMR) available on the NTCAA web site www.ntcaa.org. 
  
Mr. Chapman presented the HMR current proposal. The Inn on the North Base is configured to be 50 rooms, re-
duced from 60, and 20 of those rooms would be double rooms capable of being rented separately as 40 condo's. 
There are still 30 Penthouse units. The total is therefore between 80 and 120 units. The Hotel is four stories high 
facing Hwy. 89.  The 120 condominiums on the South Base would be two and three bedrooms. NTCAA requested 
reducing the size of the number of condominiums on the South Base. NTCAA requested  that a plan similar to its 
proposal be included as an alternate in the forthcoming EIR/EIS. Also discussed was the map from Placer County 

of the SEZ or Bailey's 1b soils conservation area defined as a wetland on 
Fawn St.  The NTCAA Board has heard and agrees with the concerns of 
many West Shore individuals with the traffic and parking of such a large 
development and the environmental impacts. 
  
It was stated that a significant factor affecting the size of HMR are the 
amenities requested by the Homewood homeowners. These amenities total 
$12 million and prevent the scale reduction of HMR.  The gondola, mid-
mountain chalet, and swimming pool were the most expensive.  The hard-
ware store, market, and ice cream parlor need to be subsidized to compete 

with stores in Tahoe City. Homewood homeowners and other interested parties who believe in reducing some of 
these amenities to reduce the size of the overall development should contact Art Chapman and Dave Tirman 
through www.jmaventuressllc.com  or www.skihomewood.com  and send a copy to CEP TRPA Manager Brenda 
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Hunt at bhunt@trpa.org.  In addition, Homewood homeowners should consider that JMA Ventures is presenting 
a Master Plan that will also be the Community Plan.  You must ask yourself; Are $12 million of these amenities 
worth increasing the tourist population, additional traffic, and other infrastructure impacts? 
  
There are other issues being presently analyzed by TRPA.  The two year wetlands study has not been completed 
on the Fawn St. wetland.  TRPA staff is waiting for the winter water to drain completely and then do an onsite 
visit to determine the present status.  This should be done in perhaps June/July according to the TRPA soils scien-
tist.  We are in the process of determining other factors mentioned at the three hour meeting.  NTCAA found it 
very valuable to have the opportunity to discuss these very important issues with the JMA principles.   
  
Presently the Placer County EIR Scoping meeting has not been scheduled and TRPA is waiting for the completion 
of all studies to forward the application.
